 MARCO CAMASTRA, baritone, studied with soprano Rosetta Noli. After classifying absolute winner in a number of international opera competitions, made his début in 1987 at the Teatro dell'Opera of San Remo in "Madama Butterfly" (Sharpless) and "Elisir d'Amore" (Belcore), which were followed by numerous interpretations of the most famous roles of the “bel canto” operatic repertoire.

 He has authored - between live and studio - more than 20 official recordings, which include: “La Pietra del Paragone” for Bongiovanni, “Carmen”, “Turandot” for the Classic Companions, “Andrea Chénier” and "La Traviata" for Universal and video: “Turandot” for EMI, “Carmen” for the Fondazione Arena di Verona, “Adriana Lecouvreur” for the Teatro alla Scala in Milan and “Madama Butterfly” for the Festival in Torre del Lago and "Un Ballo in Maschera " by Rai.  

 He has worked extensively in the field of sacred music, in particular he executed and recorded several of Lorenzo Perosi's Oratorios, of Contemporary Music and Jazz.  

 He teached opera singing in various Accademies and Musical Schools and he makes several Masterclass in Italy and abroad.
